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This class is designed for students who have completed a basic
Korean course and are able to construct sentences using the past
tense.

The goal of this course is to develop the language skills necessary
for successful communication in real-life situations. Through
practical activities, students will learn vocabulary and expressions
used in everyday life, thereby improving their speaking ability.

This course will not only help learners understand Korean culture
but also improve their Korean speaking ability.

Students are expected

1. To be understand and express sufficient Korean language
for topics from most ordinary situations in daily routines
and life using present, past, future tense and use of formal,
informal.

2. To be able to perform communication necessary for daily
life and understand Korean culture.

3. To be able to explain their problems and advise on other
people's problems.

This course is conducted through lectures and activities
centered on 'situations', 'functions', and 'topics'.

In this course, new grammar and vocabulary are presented
using visual materials such as PowerPoint and pictures, and
students can practice grammar and vocabulary through
controlled conversations.

In order for students to become more fluent in using the
target grammar and expressions, this course will provide more
opportunities for individual speaking, role-playing, practice, and
teamwork.
