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Course 
Description

  The purpose of this course is to provide colloquial grammar 
items typically used on a specific topic and conversation 
sentences containing them, so that students can develop and 
use Korean conversation skills to express the topic fluently. In 
addition, students are encouraged to focus on a topic and 
learn spoken grammar, intonation, and tone appropriate for 
using that topic, thereby improving their ability to express 
themselves in accurate and natural spoken language.

2. To be able to converse naturally with Korean people using spoken  

    grammar.
3. To be able to understand the academic style, peer relationships,  

    and social life of Korean college students.

Methods

 This class consists of lectures and activities.
 This class new grammar and vocabulary will be presented with 
visual materials such as power point, cards, pictures, etc., and 
students will focus on the lesson's grammar and vocabulary 
through controlled conversation. Students also learn grammar 
and expressions that appear in Korean dramas by watching 
them on video.
 This class will be wrapped with various types of activities  
such as personal speech, role-playing, team playing that give 
more opportunities for practice so that students may become  
more fluent with the target grammar and vocabulary.
